Kahle, acomputer engineer, internet
entrepreneur, and digital librarian,
founded the Internet Archive in 1996. He

is focused on providing universal access

to all knowledge and developing

technologies for information discovery

and digital libraries. He was co-founder

of Alexa Internet, which helped catalog

the Web and was later sold to Dr. Alan Kay
Amazon.com. In 1989, Kahle invented
the Internet's brst publishing system,
WAIS (Wide Area Information Server)
system and in 1989, founded WAIS Inc., a
pioneering electronic publishing
company, and was later acquired by .
America Online. Kahle, a board membe belleve
of the Electronic Frontier Foundation, is
a key supporter of the Open

Content Alliance.

Kay is one of the earliest pioneers of
object-oriented programming, personal
computing, and graphical user
interfaces. At Viewpoints Research
Institute he and his colleagues continue
to explore advanced systems and
programming design by aiming for a
OMooreOs LawO advance in software
creation of several orders of magnitude.
His contributions have been recognized
with the Charles Stark Draper Prize of

Valencia, the second
largest producer of graduates in the
country, is especially well regarded for
its learning centered approach to higher
education, its economic development
programs, and its outstanding academic
programs. Shugart came to Valencia
after serving as president of North Harris
College in Texas and Vice President of
the North Carolina Community College
System. Shugart is also a published poet
and songwriter.

Dr. Mae Jemison,

Astronaut, Physician, Engineer
Jemison blasted into orbit aboard the
shuttle Endeavour in 1992 as the prst
woman of color to go into space. Now
the Founder and President of two
technology companies, the space Right
was just one in a series of accomplish
ments. Most recently, Jemison
developed a new business, BioSentient
Corporation, a medical technology
company that creates and markets
mobile equipment worn to monitor the
bodyOs vital signs and train people to
respond favorably in stressful situations.
Prior to joining NASA in 1987, Jemison
worked in both engineering and
medicine, as a General Practitioner in
Los Angeles and as an Area Peace Corps
medical o"cer in Sierra Leone and
Liberia in West Africa.
